With pickleball becoming more and more popular,
our brothers and sisters were using this sport as
one of their workouts. Our gym became a hot
spot for many of us. While the Board encouraged
brothers and sisters to come out and exercise, we
must also consider the safety of the players and the
security of the church property. For these reasons,
the Board drafted up some guidelines in using the
church for any sport activities. Initially, some of
us thought the Board put too many rules in place.
Ultimately, they all understood our concerns.

The Present

With brothers and sisters returning to in-person
worship, some venues are going to reach their
capacity very soon. The Board is asking the
Ministry Development Committee to alleviate
this. The first project is to combine two smaller
classrooms into one. The Administration Ministry
is helping with the project.

The Cantonese Congregation is desperately in
need of a new pastor to share the workloads from
our two existing pastors. We pray that God will
provide us with the right servant at the right time.

The Future

With our 45th celebration behind us, our next
focus is a big milestone, our Golden Jubilee. We
pray that God will continue to take care of us, just
like what He did in the past 45 years. We do not
expect smooth sailing all the way, but we know,
when we work together as one church, the Holy
Spirit is always there to guide us.

The theme for 2024 was “Committed to Christ to Serve Others”. The theme verse was
Micah 6:8 “He has told you, O man, what is good; and what does the Lord require of
you but to do justice, and to love kindness and to walk humbly with your God?” Our
Sunday morning sermons helped us to reflect upon this theme. We began the year
going through the Book of Micah. Then we had a series on Spiritual gifts, what they
are, how to practice them and how to discover your own gifts. Over the summer we
had each ministry, Caring, Christian Education, Evangelism, Worship and Children’s
Ministry give presentations about the biblical basis for the ministry, what the ministry
does and opportunities to serve in the ministries. We finished off the year with sermons
through the Book of 1 Timothy where we focused on the way we are called to serve. 1
was very thankful that God raised up more leaders from the English Congregation as
we had more new people volunteer for leadership positions in our ministries. Matthew
9:37-38 says: “Then he said to his disciples, ‘The harvest is plentiful but the labourers
are few; therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send out labourers into his

harvest.”” God is answering our prayer for more labourers.

We continued with many of our regular activities during the year. Our Chinese New
Year celebration was well attended as we welcomed the year of the dragon. The members
of the Mandarin Congregation helped us make dumplings which we enjoyed feasting
upon later in the night. We were richly blessed during our retreat with Rev. Brian Yu as
our featured speaker. He challenged us to be serious in spending more time with God.
In June, BTBC had a booth at the Markham Music Festival. Each of our congregations
recruited volunteers to man the booth throughout the day. We had good interactions
with visitors to our booth, many being attracted by free face painting, animal balloons
and prize give-aways. In the months of June and August we had picnics over at the park

beside St. Matthew’s Catholic School. On those mornings we cancelled Sunday school



and encouraged people to bring their lunches to enjoy a time of fellowship together. On
July 13 we had our annual BBQ at the church. It was good to have many visitors come
and enjoy the afternoon together. On Thanksgiving Sunday, Oct. 13 we had “Invite a
Friend Sunday” where we encouraged members of our congregation to bring a friend,
neighbour, co-worker or relative to church. We had an extended time of refreshments
after the service. For our Advent services we had volunteers from our congregation act
out some of the main characters of the nativity story. Each week we heard from Mary,

Joseph, a Magi and a shepherd about their experiences at the manger.

As we look forward to 2025, we are excited about our new theme: “Abide in Christ.”
This is a rich theme that runs throughout the Bible. Our plan is the focus on Jesus by
preaching through the Book of John. As we come to know Jesus better, we can begin to
learn how to better abide in Him. I think the theme verse this year is a key one as we
move forward.
