With all congregations
properly staffed, the Board still finds one
missing link: youth ministry. Our younger
generation is growing out of the Children
Ministry but not yet as mature into the full
English Congregation.

With Rev. Huen going on a year long study
leave starting in May of 2026, the Board
thought it was time to actively looking for
someone who would cover the void left by
Rev. Huen in English Congregation but at the
same time would look after our younger
generation. We prayed and trusted that God
would provide.

Fast forward to the beginning of 2026. We
truly felt the grace of God. From the financial
perspective, in 2025 we had very good
offering income. With expenses under
control, the church had a surplus that we had
not had for a few years. For our younger
generation, we also had a chance to interview
a candidate to fulfill the transition role for the
youth. At the time of this publication, we are
blessed to have Pastor Christie Chan joining
us in a part time capacity.

In a few years, our church will celebrate the
Golden Jubilee. This is a major milestone,
and it is only by the Grace of God that we
have what it is today. While we are preparing
ourselves for this occasion, there is still one
challenge that we all are facing — finding the
next generation to take on the baton as the
leaders of this church. This next generation
has the responsibilities to bring our church to
go beyond the jubilee.

Our theme for 2025 was “Abiding in Christ” under our broader theme of “Rooted
Deep to Branch Out”. In response to this theme we spent the entire year focused
on one book of the Bible in our Sunday sermons. We worked our way through the
complete Book of John. The focus was on who Christ is and what it means to abide
in Him.

We had our usual slate of activities with our Chinese New Year celebration held on
February 8. This was a well attended event with over 130 people sharing dinner,
games and a gospel message together. On March 29 we had a paint night where
we invited friends to experience an evening of fun and creativity. Ruth Toy led us
through the painting process and Stephen Ward shared his testimony. During the
year we have had our monthly services at Amica Seniors Residence Unionville.
We had two special outreach services. The first was an Easter outreach on April
21. The second was our Christmas outreach on December 17. At both events we
had volunteers come from the church to spend time with the seniors and a clear
gospel message was shared.

Our church retreat at Redeemer University happened on May 17-19. Our speaker
was Johnny Wong who helped us flesh out what it means to abide in Christ, in
every sphere of life. Johnny addressed our three major spaces of life, our homes,
our school or workplace and social interactions separate from home and work. We
were challenged to represent Christ in all of these areas.

On June 21 our church took part again in the Markham Music Festival. BTBC had
a booth where we offered children’s activities and literature. We had many good
conversations with the people in our community. As the weather got warmer, we
started our monthly picnics at Monarch Park beside St. Matthew’s Catholic School.
These were informal gatherings where people could bring their own lunch, lawn
chairs and spend extended time in community. During those Sundays we
cancelled Sunday School and encouraged our congregation to join the picnic.
Over the summer we also had our annual EC BBQ. On July 12 our congregation




gathered in the church parking lot to enjoy hamburgers and hotdogs along with all
the fixings. It was a wonderful time to grow as a community and welcome new and
old friends.

On November 15 we had our annual Operation Christmas Child Packing Party.
This year we packed 134 boxes for needy children around the world. Over the
Christmas season we had a number of special occasions, including our December
baptism service. We were excited to see seven individuals from the English
Congregation be baptized this year. We also had our joint Christmas Day service
with the Cantonese congregation. This year we were blessed to have the
children’s choir lead us.

As we look forward to 2026 we will be focusing on the theme of “Equipped to
Serve”. We are encouraging our ministries to think about how to train up more
people to serve in different ministries of the church. In our Sunday sermons we will
be exploring the book of Proverbs. This book equips us for life. Then we will be
transitioning to two pastoral epistles, 2 Timothy and Titus. These books will help us
to be equipped to serve in the church.

We have grown in leaps and strides from the previous generation at Bridle Trail
Baptist Church and in our communities. Things move faster and we have been
accustomed to being more efficient, and this was so true for 2025. With speed and
efficiency, tasks are completed and goals are met, but were we intentional with our
relationships with family and friends, and more importantly with God?

Paul wrote to the church in Colossae to encourage them because he had so many
good things about their faith. They were a growing church because he has heard
how they have been fruitful in their works and their love for others. He has never
been to the church that was founded by his friend Epaphras, who told him all about
the good news. He longed to visit them but was only able to write to them while he
was imprisoned.

The Colossae church was not perfect and was facing problems as their members
were distracted in faith. Some of them had returned to their former ways of life and
worshipped idols, anger, slander and gossip. He reminded them that they were
created for a higher purpose and needed to abandon their old way of life and
needed to be rooted and grounded in Christ.

For 2025 we had a Multi-Year Theme: Rooted Deep to Branch Out and a Sub-
theme of Abiding in Christ.

Colossians 2:6-7

® Therefore, as you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in him, 7 rooted
and built up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught,
abounding in thanksgiving.

This is a vivid reminder to believers that we are to continue to walk in Him. We will
be drawn to many things that will cause our hearts and feet to wander. There will
be other priorities that will compete with our time with God. These things may not
seem inherently bad, but they distract us from our Lord. Do remember that we
have been called to higher purpose, to be built up in Him and established in the
faith.




Our sub-theme of Abiding in Christ comes from a familiar passage from
John 15:5

> | am the vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in me and | in him, he
it is that bears much fruit, for apart from me you can do nothing.

Christians believe in Jesus as their Lord and Saviour. We are blessed to share in
His death as we are buried with Him in baptism and are raised with Him through
faith in the power of God. This is the greatest power and gift to all people, but why
would people trade this away for the things of the world that pale in comparison?
Sometimes we may find more hope in our finances, our accomplishments, our
relationships or the things we have. We are reminded to abide so close to Him that
we hear His heartbeat, that His breath becomes our breath.

2025 was a great year as our
English congregation had seven brothers and sisters that followed Jesus Christ
through the waters of baptism and declared to family and friends that they love Him
and were willing to follow Him all the days of their lives. It was a joyous moment to
hear about their faith and how the Lord had shaped them.

It has been a joy to see some of them returning to serve, such as
becoming worship leaders in children worship and also volunteering in VBC over
the summer. My prayer is that their faith will continue to grow and deepen in Christ.

Our two-week VBC ran smoothly this year with more than 40 kids patrticipating.
God blessed us with good weather for both VBC and the youth overnight camp.
With the church’s theme in mind, “Rooted deep to branch out — Abiding in Christ”,
the youth overnight camp’s theme was, “Be Still”. We are reminded of the
importance of being still in Christ and inviting Him into every part of our lives.

Starting new things is never easy, and this year God has been teaching me to
begin small and trust him with growth. On a Sunday afternoon in September, | held
a prayer meeting for children and parents. Only one sister attended, but together
we prayed for the children, parents and volunteers in the children ministry. Through
moments like this, God reminds me to count the blessings, not the numbers.
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Some of you may have noticed that we recently launched a Family Fellowship for
families with children grade 5 and under. We meet every third Thursday of the
month from 6:30 to 8 PM. This fellowship is designed to support each family’s
spiritual growth through engaging, hands-on activities and meaningful connection.
Together, we explore practical ways to nurture faith at home — offering ideas and
practices that parents and grandparents can weave into everyday family life.

We have changed to meet on the
fourth Wednesday of each month (Jan. 28, Feb. 25, Mar. 25, and Apr. 22, 2026).

The Children
Ministry is looking forward to serving together with all three congregations as we
continue equipping the next generation to grow in Christ and serve Him faithfully.
